FOOD STANDARDS AGENCY VIEW OF THE MARKETING OF ‘NANNY’ (GOATS’
MILK INFANT NUTRITION) IN THE UK

Further to my letter of 23 August 2006 (Reference: ENF/NI/06/041), the Agency has
become aware that this product may still be available on the UK market through some
retail outlets as it has a long shelf life.

I would like to remind district councils that the product ‘Nanny Goat Milk Infant
Nutrition’ should no longer be on the market in the UK. The suppliers in the UK have
relabelled the new batches to comply with the legislation as ‘Nanny Care Goat Milk
Nutrition’ (label attached for reference; Annex II).

The FSA current advice to district councils is to take action to ensure that ‘Nanny Goat
Milk Infant Nutrition’ products are not sold in the UK (label attached for reference;
Annex [). If such products are found on the market, the outlet selling them should be
informed and action taken to remove the products from sale.

Please note that Nanny ‘Growing up milk’, which is not for infant nutrition, has been
notified to the Food Standards Agency as an ‘Article 9’ Parnuts product and can be sold
legally in the UK.
